In kindergarten, students gain knowledge through reading and being read to.  They increase their vocabulary through learning to spell words and through their own reading.  Kindergarten reading class empowers students to relate to experiences they have had and to understand experiences they have not had.  While learning to read, kindergarteners acquire critical thinking strategies.  In addition, the writing component is tied to the kindergarten year. Overall, during kindergarten and for the rest of their lives, knowing how to read fosters independence, satisfaction, and pride in one’s work.
